1. EOI for AIRS XML validation process 

There have been 3 responses to the EOI. The AIRS XML Group held a conference call last week and as a result, a list of additional questions has been sent to all the respondents for further information. 
2. 211 Taxonomy XML Update

The submitted schedule for Versions 3 and 4 will be implemented with Version 3 as the transitional stage providing both ASCII and XML. Version 4 will be XML only. It is envisioned that every XML dump will be a complete snapshot of each “new” version of the Taxonomy.

Bowman have reviewed the proposed Schema without finding any concerns. 211 LA County is seeking 3 volunteer vendors to provide more detailed feedback. This issue will be discussed further during the meeting at the AIRS conference. 

3. AIRS XML Listserv

It is confirmed that all vendors will be included on the XML Vendor Listserv and not on the XML AIRS Listserv. Occasionally, the notes from the AIRS group will be distributed to vendors and/or there will be joint meetings. 

4. AIRS Annual Conference

Marianne announced the decision of the AIRS XML Committee to provide addition recognition to those vendors who had provided at least one XML data dump over the past year. There are four vendors that passed this criterion (Bowman, CTK, SunCoast and Synergy).
